We are creating two modern, exciting restaurant experiences for
SkiStar Lodge Hundfjallet's guests and the destination’s visitors. Mondo and
Pontus! i Salen will underpin the lodge's international feel. The opening is
fast approaching and table bookings for the winter season are now open. We
look forward to meeting both regular and new Pontus guests on site,” says
Pontus Frithiof, founder and owner of Pontus Group.

December 9 sees the opening of SkiStar's new lodge in Salenfjallen: SkiStar
Lodge Hundfjallet - an international mountain resort with state-of-the-art
accommodation and Pontus Frithiof's and Nordrest's two fantastic restaurants
where a cosy atmosphere is the order of the day.

Since the spring of 2015, the Pontus
Group has run several restaurants together with restaurateur Thomas
Dahlstedt and his group Nordrest and the popular Pocket by Pontus
restaurants in Stockholm, Lidingé and Gothenburg as well as Pocket Café in
DN-skrapan, Tidningshuset by Pontus, Pic Poc at AC Marriott Hotel
Stockholm, La Girafe on Kungsholmen, and on December 9, 2021, Mondo and
Pontus will open with a lodge bar at SkiStar Lodge Hundfjallet
